Sol y Lomas Board Meeting
August 26, 2014

Lynn Day’s Home

Board Members Present: Casey Clendenin, Vice President; Jackie Dulle, Secretary; Judy Montano, Treasurer; Lynn Day and Rollin Whitman

Casey called the meeting to order at 1:35 p.m.

Minutes

Casey moved that the minutes of the Board meeting held on August 19, 2014 be approved as modified.  Rollin seconded the motion, which passed.

Treasurer’s Report

Judy reported the bank balance remains at $4,957.84.

Old Business
Architectural Review Committee (ARC)

Casey reported that the review process for the coyote fence screen for the Wallaces’ solar array installation at 7 General Sage is ongoing, with the neighbors currently reviewing the drawing.  Once the drawing is signed off by the neighbors, the ARC, and subsequently the Board, will approve the plan.
No progress has been made on the Hunters’ project for their addition at 105 Placita Halcon.
Casey asked Lynn to obtain the plans from Joseph for the remodeling at 133 W. Zia and to get the neighbors’ signatures on the plans.
New Business

Insurance Policy for the HOA Board

Casey reported that in her meeting with attorney Karl Sommer last week, he strongly recommended the Board carry liability insurance.  
Legal Review of the Proposed Revised Covenants

Casey reported having a good meeting with attorney Karl Sommer on the proposed Covenants.  He is reviewing the proposed Covenants and will tighten them up if needed and return a red-lined copy.  Mr. Sommer plans to re-write Section 8.2 Termination of Covenants.  He clarified that under the current Covenants, ¾ of the total lot owners in Units 1 and 2 (88) will have to vote “yes” for the proposed Covenants to be adopted.
Proposed Timeline for Covenant Voting
August 28 – Red-lined copy of Proposed Covenants back from attorney

September 9 or 10 – Board to meet with the attorney to hammer out questions

September 18 – mail revised Covenants with a cover letter and ballot to all homeowners in Units 1 and 2
October 10 – ballots should be returned

October 25 – Special Meeting to finalize the vote tally

It was emphasized that transparency of the voting process will occur.   A non-resident of Sol y Lomas will be recruited to observe the vote counting and a spread sheet with the lot owners’ names and how they voted will be available to all interested parties.

Jackie will contact the United Church of Santa Fe to confirm the availability of a meeting room, should the October 25th meeting be necessary.   Judy and Jackie will draft up a cover letter and ballot.

State HOA Act

Casey reported that Karl Sommer advised her that the Sol y Lomas Homeowner Association does not meet the requirements for a homeowner association under the new State HOA Act, and therefore it is not bound by any of the restrictions in that Act.  This is primarily because our Association does not have any common property or easements.  This news was happily received by the Board.  It was thought that this will greatly relieve the concerns of many other homeowners in Sol y Lomas. Upon the pending sale of any property within Sol y Lomas, the NM HOA Disclosure form and relevant HOA documents will be forwarded to the listing broker.  All references to the New Mexico HOA Act will be deleted and all interested parties will be informed that the Sol y Lomas HOA is not subject to the NM HOA Act.  (Subsequent to the Board meeting of August 26, 2014, Mr. Sommer's legal brief of AMENDED AND CORRECTED NOTICE OF HOMEOWNER ASSOCIATION was recorded with the County Clerk on 10/14/2014, thereby removing Sol y Lomas HOA as a homeowners' association under the requirements of the New Mexico Homeowners Act.)

Additional Changes to the Covenants and to the Architectural Guidelines

In response to a request from Thomas Stanford, “greenhouses” was added to Section 4.2 Approval by Architectural Review Committee in the proposed Covenants indicating that they must be approved by the ARC.   Additionally, in the Procedures and  Guidelines for Architectural Review, the lists of Major and Minor Improvements were deleted.  Some fine-tuning of Section II, 2.  in those Guidelines will occur to make them comparable to the Covenants.
